After the inauguration, Sh. Pawar addressed the sorghum

He said
good yield levels were being maintained despite reduction in
sorghum area. He further stressed that there is a need to
integrate the major millet crops viz. sorghum, pearl millet and
small millets as one national institute in the name of “Indian
Institute of Millets Research (IIMR)” to have a research and
development support and it should have a broad focus of
developing technologies to solve production and processing
constraints of millet farmers. Dr. JV Patil, Director of DSR
appraised the minister and the other dignitaries, on the research
achievements and ongoing activities in a nutshell. Dr. S
Ayyappan, Secretary, DARE & DG, ICAR praised the efforts made
by scientists for promoting sorghum as a multi-utility crop. He
particularly appreciated the efforts made to popularise the
sorghum as a nutritious food. Dr. Swapan Kumar Datta, deputy
director general (crop sciences), ICAR was also present on the
occasion.

Sh. Pawar also visited the Laboratories, Centre of Excellence - a
state-of-the-art Food Processing Technology Park and an
exhibition of sorghum products organized by public and private
sector research and food industries in the premises of DSR.

Pvt. Ltd. Sec. Bad recommended
for Maharashtra, Karnataka, Madhya Pradesh, South Gujarat and

North Andhra Pradesh.
Single-cut Forage Variety:

SPV 2057 (RSSV 167): Single cut forage sorghum variety
developed at MPKV, Rahuri, Recommended for Zone | ( UP, Delhi,
Rajasthan, Haryana, Punjab, Bihar, Gujarat) & Il( Maharashtra,
Karnataka, Madhya Pradesh, South Gujarat and North AP.
